Each class in now 50 mins long. | need to allow 10 mins at the
beginning of each class to check temperature, and sanitising
duties.

This time will also allow staggering of students leaving and
students arriving.

Letterkenny (Stairs)
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In our Letterkenny venue we have a stair to climb, please walk
in a single file on the left-hand side as you ascend and again on
the left on you descend.

Stay 2m apart where possible.

No physical contact (e.g hugging)

Please do not congregate before or after class in the hallways
or stairwell and be mindful of other businesses operating in
this building.

In keeping with guidelines for secondary school, senior
students will be required to wear masks coming and going to
class. If senior students would like to use a combination of
masks and visors this might make your experience in class
more comfortable. Primary school children do not have to
wear a mask. We will be operating a very controlled
environment in keeping with our Covid-19 policy and
procedures.

Cough/Sneeze

Hand washing

It is preferable that students do not bring their school bags into
class however | do understand this is not always feasible
(Senior Students coming straight down from school). There will
be a designated area for your bags.

There will be wipes available to wipe your Speech & Drama
folders before and after your class.

No sharing of stationery (Please pop a pen/pencil into folder)

If you are experiencing any symptoms of covid-19 such as a
new cough temperature above 38*C, loss of taste or smell or
having difficulty breathing, you MUST stay at home

We will operate an isolation area in our venue for anyone who
is feeling poorly, and parents will be asked to return to class to
collect.
